To obtain a walks guide (30p)
to the area proceed right to the Burwarton Estate Office (open during business
hours). For good food and pathways beyond proceed left to the highly acclaimed
Boyne Arms (around the road bend). Walk distance from the SEW: 2km.

Page 19: Unfortunately both The New Inn and the Oreton Post Office have closed
since the publication of this Guide.

Page 19: At Little Stocking the brick kiln, one of the oldest in the countryside, has
recently (Nov 2006) been rebuilt.
